Being a “"Cool Deaconess”
Nature, Nurture or Both?

30-something Deaconess Ann Maki recently
assured 60-plus Deaconess Jeanette Rebeck that
she is still a “cool deaconess”. Ann knows “cool”
when she sees it—Jeanette is her mother! Living
in Colorado, Ann’s ministry includes music edu-
cation, white water rafting, camping and hiking.

In some ways,
mother and
daughter share
similar life
stories. As
children, both
Jeanette and
Ann rejected
’ suggestions
| that they be-

£ come deacon-
esses; but as young adults, each felt and fol-
lowed the call. Jeanette went to Valparaiso Uni-
versity (VU) and entered the LDA’s deaconess
program. Ann earned a music education degree
at Bowling Green State University, then went to
VU and the LDA for her theology training. Both
women married men actively involved in church
life; Jeanette’s husband was a pastor and Ann’s,
now very active in their church, played music
and hung out at the “deac center” during his VU
days. Both women serve as parish deaconesses.

In other ways, their individuality shines through.

With support from her husband, Jeanette has
developed a strong self-identity as a deaconess.
She has served congregations while juggling

the 'pastor’s wife' role. Currently, she works in
discipleship ministry. That means matching peo-
ple’s gifts with needs in the church and commu-
nity, enabling them to engage in their own
unique ministries. She sees church as family—
whether it’s her congregation putting its arms
around her own family, or the deaconess com-
munity doing the same. [
Rebeck family vacations
typically included
attending the deacon-
esses’ annual meeting
and international gath-
erings where Ann met a
variety of people who
put their faith into
daily action.

Valentine’s Day was special for the LDA — it was
the successful completion of our “Have a Heart
for Caregivers” campaign! More than 40 donors
generously gave $4,055 to support our caregiv-
ers program. And, technology played a key role.

Late in 2013, the LDA’s Service Ministry Support
Committee and Deaconess Diane Marten, LDA’s
Director of Education and Formation, piloted
monthly mini-retreats for caregivers using
Skype. By using Skype, participants avoid travel
and hotel expenses. The mini-retreats are 90
minutes—long enough to share stories, laugh,
cry, pray, and feel refreshed. Facilitated by
Deaconess Bonita Fredel, the mini-retreats are
appropriate for people of all Christian denomi-
nations. There is no charge to participants.

At the same time, Wheat Ridge Ministries was

piloting www.WeRaise.us, a crowdfunding web-
site for projects of Christian organizations.
(“Crowdfunding” uses social media to fundraise
on-line.)

They know each other well and in ways
that no one else does. They often consult with
one another. Jeanette asks for Ann’s input on
programs and sermons targeting young families
while Ann seeks Jeanette’s advice on how to
handle congregational situations. They still go
to deaconess conferences together, interacting

with faithful servants from all over the world.

Jeanette and Ann appreciate their relationships
with other deaconesses and rely on them for
much support. But, the heart-to-heart conver-
sations are uniquely mother/daughter ones.
They help each other be “cool deaconesses.”
Ann is curious to see if her own daughter will be
similarly influenced by “cool deacs” as she
grows up.
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Student Seminar:

A Time of Growth, Faith and Community

Where can a diverse group of people gather to
share their stories? Learn about what it means
to be a deaconess or deacon? Hear from
respected pastors, theologians and deaconess-
es? Worship and share meals together?

Why, at the LDA’s
Student Seminar, of
course! That's where,
twice a year, the
Center for Diaconal
Ministry bustles with
activity. College

students sit alongside mid-lifers and second
career learners. City people get to know subur-
banites and those from rural areas. All of them
share the call to serve, and so there are work-
shops.

Theology professors lead sessions
with an academic bent, while pas-
tors and deaconesses reflect on

practical, everyday ministry.
Discussion sessions are led by the
LDA staff and members of its com-
munities of servant leaders, as well as interna-
tional diaconal organizations.

A welcoming “round robin” potluck dinner
features deaconesses from across Northwest
Indiana and Chicago sharing their stories, offer-

ing wisdom and insights.
Students are introduced to
“community” as new
students talk with returning
students. Most receive
scholarships, so there is time
to write thank you letters to V}f
those whose generosity
makes these possible. Each
student also has one-on-one time with the
Director of Education and Formation to answer
guestions, review progress and set goals.

Worship opportunities include services at
Valparaiso University's Chapel of the Resurrec-
tion and community churches. Less formal wor-
ship is held at the “deac center” and may be led
by deaconesses/pastors/students — often
accompanied by a homemade meal. Field trips
to service sites and
retreat time provide a
balance of seeing faith
in action with time for
reflection. And there is
more! But this news-
letter isn't big enough
to tell it all.
